This book is for students who want help with English grammar. It is written for vou to use
without a teacher.

The book will be useful for you if you are not sure of the answers to questions like these:

These and many other points of English grammar are explained in the book and there are
exercises on each point.

Level .

The book is intended mainly for intermediate students {(students who have already srudied the
basic grammar of English). It concentrates on those structures which intermediate students want
to use, but which often cause difficulry. Some advanced students who have problems with
grammar will also find the book useful.

The book is not suitable for elementary learners.

How the book is organised

There are 145 units in the book. Each unic concencrates on a particular point of grammar. Some
problems (for example, the present perfect or the use of the) are covered in more than one unir.
For a list of unirs, see the Contents at the beginning of the book.

Each umit consists of two facing pages. On the left there are explanations and examples; on the
right there are exercises. At the back of the book there 15 a Kev for vou to check vour answers
1o the exercises (page 336).

There are also seven Appendices at the back of the book (pages 292-301). These include
irregular verbs, summaries of verb forms, spelling and American English.

Finally, there is a detailed Index at the back of the book (page 373).

How to use the book

The unirts are not in order of difficulry, so it is #ot intended that vou work through the book
from beginning to end. Every learner has different problems and vou should use this book 10
help you with the grammar that you And dithcul.

It is suggested that you work in rhis way:

0 Use the Contents and/or Index to find which unirt deals wich the point you are interested in.
0 1f you are not sure which units vou need ro study, use the Study griide on page 326.

1 Study the explanarions and examples on the lefr-hand page of the unit vou have chosen.

01 Do the exercises on the right-hand page.

00 Check your answers with the Kev.

01 If your answers are not correct, study the lefi-hand page again to see whar went wrong.

You can of course use the book simplv as a reference book without doing the exercises.



Additional exercises

At the back of the book there are Additional exercises (pages 302-325). These exercises bring
together some of the grammar points from a number of different units. For example, Exercise
16 brings rogether grammar points from Units 26-36. You can use these exercises for extra
practice after vou have studied and practised the grammar in the units concerned.

CD Rom

The book is sold with or without a CD Rom. On the CD Rom vou will find more exercises on
all the units (different from those in the book). There are also 1,700 test questions, and you can
use these to make your own tests. The CD Rom can also be bought separately.



To the teacher

English Grammar in Use was written as a selt-study grammar book. but teachers may also find
it useful as additional cousse material in cases where further work on grammar is necessary.

The book will probably be most useful at middle- and upper- intermediate levels (where all oc
nearly all of the material will be relevant), and can serve both as a basis for revision and as a
means for practising new strucrures. It will also be useful for some more advanced students who
have problems with grammar and need a book for reference and practice. The book is not
intended to be used by elementary learners.

The units are organised in grammatical categories (Present and past. Articles and nouns,
Prepositions etc.). They are not ordered according to level of difficulty. so the book should not
be worked through from beginning ro end. [t-should be used selectively and flexibly in
accordance with the grammar syllabus being used and che difficulties studencs are having.

The book can be used for immediate consolidarion or for later revision or remedial work. [t
might be used by the whole class or by individual students needing extra hel'p. The left-hand
pages (explanations and examples) are written for the student to use individually, but they may
of course be used by che teacher as a source of ideas and information on which 1o base a lesson.
The student cthen has the lefr-hand page as a record of what has been taught and can refer 10 it
in the fucure. The exercises can be done individually, in class or as homework. Alternatively
(and additionally), individual students can be directed ro study cerrain unics of the book by
themselves if they have particular difficulties not shared by other students in their class. Don't
forget the Additional exercises at cthe back of the book (see To the student).

The book is sold with or withour a CD Rom. This contains further exercises on all the unirs in
the book, as well as a bank of 1,700 test questions from which users can selecr to compile cheir
own tests. The CD Rom is also avajlable separately.

An edition of English Grammar in Use without the Key is also available. Some teachers mav
prefer this for use with their students.

Present continuous and present simple 2
(I am doing and | do)

We use continuous forms for actions and happenings that have started but not finished (they are
eating / it is raining etc.). Some verbs (for example, know and like) are not normally used in this
way. We don’t say ‘I am knowing” or ‘they are liking’; we say ‘I know’, ‘they like’.

The following verbs are not normally used in the present continuous:

like love hate want need prefer

know realise suppose mean understand believe remember

Past simple (I did)

Study this example:

Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was an Austrian
musician and composer. He lived from 1736 to
1791. He started composing at the age of five
and wrote more than 600 pieces of music.

He was only 35 vears old when he died.

Lived/started/wrote/was/died are all past simple.

Very often the past simple ends in -ed (regular verbs):
0 I work in a travel agency now. Before that [ worked in a department store.
[0 We invited them to our party, but they decided not to come.
00 The police stopped me on my way home last night.
1 Laura passed her examination because she studied very hard.

For spelling (stopped, studied etc.), see Appendix 6.

But many verbs are irregular. The past simple does not end in -ed. For example:

write — wrote O Mozart wrote more than 600 pieces of music.
see  —> saw [ We saw Rose in town a few days ago.

go  — went 0 1 went to the cinema three times last week.
shut — shut O It was cold, so I shut the window.

For a list of irregular verbs, see Appendix 1.

The present perfect (something has happened) is a present tense, It always tells us about the
sitnarion now.

If somebody savs ‘Tom lost
his key’, this doesn’t tell us whether he has the key now or not. I tells us only that he lost his
key ar some rime in the past.

(I think I’'m going to be sick because I feel terrible nouw.)

You can use should after a number of verbs, especially:
demand  insist propose  recommend  suggest

This form (be/do/have/apologise etc.) is sometimes called the subjunctive. It is the same as the
infinitive (without to).
You can also use normal present and past tenses:

After suggest, you cannot use to ... (‘to do / to buy’ etc.). You can say:
0 What do you suggest we should do?

or  What do you suggest we do? (but not What do you suggest us to do?)
0 Jane suggested that I (should) buy a car.

or  Jane suggested that I bought a car. (but not Jane suggested me to buy)

You can also use -ing after suggest: What do you suggest doing? See Unit 53.

You can use should after a number of adjectives, especially:
strange odd  funny  typical  natural  interesting  surprised  surprising

0 It’s strange that he should be late. He’s usunally on time.
O I was surprised that he should say such a thing.

If ... should ...

You can say ‘If something should happen ..." . For example:
0 If Tom should phone while I'm out, tell him I'll call him back later.
‘If Tom should phone’ is similar to ‘If Tom phones’. With should, the speaker feels that
the possibility is smaller. Another example: '
O We have no jobs at present. But if the situation should change, we’ll let you know.

You can also begin these sentences with should (Should something happen ...):
0 Should Tom phone, tell him I’ll call him back later.

You can use I should ... / I shouldn’t ... to give somebody advice. For example:
O “‘Shall I leave now?” ‘No, I should wait a bit longer.’

Here, I should wait = [ would wait if I were you, I advise you to wait.

Two more examples:
O ‘I’'m going out now. Is it cold?” “Yes, I should wear a coat.
0 I shouldn’t stay up too late. You’ll be tired tomorrow.

LM Had better It's time ...
Had better (I'd better / you’d better etc.)

I’d better do something = it is advisable to do it. If I don’t do it, there will be a problem or
a danger:

1 I have to meet Ann in ten minutes. I'd better go now or I'll be late.

1 “Shall I take an umbrella?’ ‘Yes, you’d better. It might rain.’

[0 We’d better stop for petrol soon. The tank is almost empty.

The negative is I’d better not (= I had better not):
O “Are you going out tonight?” ‘T'd better not. I've got a lot to do.’
O You don’t look very well. You’d better not go to work today.

Remember that:

The form is ‘had better’ (usually ‘I'd better / you’d better’ etc. in spoken English).
1 I’d better phone Carol, hadn’t I?

Had is normally past, but the meaning of had better is present or future, not past.
01 I'd better go to the bank now / tomorrow.

We say ‘I'd better do’ (not to do).
O It might rain. We’d better take an umbrella. (not We’d better to take)

m Had better and should

Had better is similar to should but not exactly the same. We use had better only for a specific
situation (not for things in general). You can use should in all types of situations to give an
opinion or give advice:

0 It’s late. You’d better go. / You should go. (a specific situation)

O You're always at home. You should go out more often. (in general — nor *had better go’)

Also, with had better, there is always a danger or a problem if you don’t follow the advice.
Should only means ‘it is a good thing to do’. Compare:

0 It’s a great film. You should go and see it. (but no problem if you don’t)

1 The film starts at 8.30. You’d better go now or you’ll be late.

It’s time ...

You can say It’s time (for somebody) to ... :
O It’s time to go home. / It’s time for us to go home.

But you can also say:
O Its late. It’s time we went home.
Here we use the past (went), but the meaning is present, not past:
0 It’s 10 o’clock and he’s still in bed. It’s time he got up. (not It’s time he gets up)

It’s time you did something = you should have already done it or started it. We often use this
structure to criticise or to complain:
01 It’s time the children were in bed. It’s long after their bedtime.
0 You’re very selfish. It’s time you realised that you’re not the most important person in
the world.

You can also say It’s about time ... . This makes the criticism stronger:
0 Jack is a great talker. But it’s about time he did something instead of just talking.

Somebody wouldn’t do something = he/she refused to do it:

You can also use would when you talk about things that happened regularly in the past:

0 What are you doing at work? You’re supposed to be on holiday.
(= you arranged to be on holiday)
0 Our guests were supposed to come at 7.30, but they were late.
1 Jane was supposed to phone me last night, but she didn’t.
0 I'd better hurry. I'm supposed to be meeting Chris in ten minutes.

You’re not supposed to do something = it is not allowed or advisable:
O You’re not supposed to park your car here. It’s private parking only.
O Jeff is much better after his illness, but he’s still not supposed to do any heavy work.

You can also say ‘get something done’ instead of ‘have something done’ (mainly in informal
spoken English):

Sometimes have something done has a different meaning. For example:

0 Paul and Karen had all their money stolen while they were on holiday.
This does not mean that they arranged for somebody to steal their money. “They had all their
money stolen’ means only: ‘All their money was stolen from them’.

With this meaning, we use have something done to say that something happens to somebody or
their belongings. Usually what happens is not nice:

0 Gary had his nose broken in a fight. (= his nose was broken) °

Reported speech 2

It is not always necessary to change the verb in reported speech. If you report something and

the situation hasn’t changed, you do not need to change the verb to the past:
O direct Paul said, ‘My new job is very interesting.’
reported Paul said that his new job is very interesting.
(The situation hasn’t changed. His job is still interesting.)

O direct Helen said, ‘I want to go to New York next year.
reported Helen told me that she wants to go to New York next year.
(Helen still wants to go to New York next year.)

You can also change the verb to the past:
1 Paul said that his new job was very interesting.
01 Helen told me that she wanted to go'to New York next year.

But if you are reporting a finished situation, you must use a past verb:
0 Paul left the room suddenly. He said he had to go. (not has to go)

You need to use a past form when there is a difference
between what was said and what is really true. For example:

You met Sonia a few days ago.

She said: ‘Joe is in hospital.’ (direct speech) SONIA

Sonia said
you were
in hospital.

Later that day you meet Joe in the street. You say:
‘I didn’t expect to see you, Joe. Sonia said you were in hospital.’
(not ‘Sonia said you are in hospital’, because clearly he is not)

Say and tell

If you say who somebody is talking to, use tell: TELL SOMEBODY
O Sonia told me that you were in hospital. (nof Sonia said me)
0 What did you tell the police? (rnot say the police)

Otherwise use say: SAY SOMEBODY
0 Sonia said that you were in hospital. (n#ot Sonia told thar ...)

0 What did you say?

But you can ‘say something to somebody’:
0 Ann said goodbye to me and left. (not Ann said me goodbye)
O What did you say to the police?

Tell/ask somebody to do something

We also use the infinitive (to do / to stay etc.) in reported speech, especially with tell and ask
(for orders and requests):
O direct ‘Stay in bed for a few days,’ the doctor said to me.
reported The doctor told me to stay in bed for a few days.
O direct ‘Don’t shout,’ I said to Jim.
reported 1 told Jim not to shout.
O direct ‘Please don’t tell anybody what happened,’ Jackie said to me.
reported Jackie asked me not to tell anybody what (had) happened.

O Jackie said not to tell anyone. (but not Jackie said me)

The French / the English etc. are plural in meaning. We do not say ‘a French / an English’.
You have to say a Frenchman / an Englishwoman etc.

You can also use the + nationality words ending in -ese (the Chinese / the Sudanese /
the Japanese etc.):

But these words can also be singular (a Japanese, a Sudanese etc.).
Also a Swiss (singular) and the Swiss (= the people of Switzerland)

With other nationalities, the plural noun ends in -s. For example:

These nouns are all groups of people. We often think of them as a number of people (= they),
not as one thing (= it). So we often use a plural verb:
0 The government (= they) want to increase taxes.
01 The staff at the school (= they) are not happy with their new working conditions.
In the same way, we often use a plural verb after the name of a sports team or a company:
0 Italy are playing Brazil next week (in a football match).
[0 Shell have increased the price of petrol.
A singular verb (The government wants ... / Shell has ... etc.) is also possible.

We use a plural verb with police:
1 The police are investigating the murder, but haven’t arrested anyone yet.
(not The police is ... hasn't)
Note that we say a police officer / a policeman / a policewoman (10t a police).

We do not often use the plural of person (‘persons’). We normally use people (a plural word):
O He’s a nice person. but They are nice people. (not nice persons)
O Many people don'’t have enough to eat. (not Many people doesn’t)

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Noun + noun (a tennis ball / a headache)

You can use two nouns together (noun + noun) to mean one thing/person/idea etc. For example:
a tennis ball a bank manager a road accident income tax the city centre

The first noun is like an adjective. It tells us what kind of thing/person/idea etc. For example:

a tennis ball = a ball used to play tennis

a road accident = an accident that happens on the road
income tax = tax that you pay on your income

the water temperature = the temperature of the water
a London doctor = a doctor from London

my life story = the story of my life

So you can say: :
a television camera a television programme a television studio a television producer
(these are all different things or people to do with television)
language problems marriage problems health problems work problems
(these are all different kinds of problems)
Compare:
garden vegetables (= vegetables that are grown in a garden)
a vegetable garden (= a garden where vegetables are grown)

Sometimes the first word ends in -ing. Usually these are things used for doing something:
a frying pan (= a pan for frying) a washing machine a swimming pool a dining room

Sometimes there are more than two nouns together:
0 I waited at the hotel reception desk.
0 We watched the World Swimming Championships on television.
O If you want to play table tennis (= a game), you need a table tennis table (= a table).

When two nouns are together like this, sometimes we write them as one word and sometimes as
two separate words. For example:
a headache  toothpaste a weekend a car park a road sign

There are no clear rules for this. If you are not sure, write two words.

Note the difference between:
a sugar bowl (perhaps empty) and a bowl of sugar (= a bowl with sugar in it)
a shopping bag (perhaps empty) and a bag of shopping (= a bag full of shopping)

When we use noun + noun, the first noun is like an adjective. It is normally singular, bur the
meaning is often plural. For example: a bookshop is a shop where you can buy books, an apple
tree is a tree that has apples.
In the same way we say:

a three-hour journey (= a journey that takes three hours)

a ten-pound note (not pounds)

a four-week course (not weeks)

two 14-year-old girls (1ot years)

a six-page letter (not pages)

Jack and Karen’s wedding Mr and Mrs Carter’s house

For things, ideas etc., we normally use of (... of the book / ... of the restaurant etc.):
the door of the garage (not the garage’s door)
the name of the book the owner of the restaurant
Sometimes the structure noun + noun is possible (see Unit 80):
the garage door the restaurant owner

We say the beginning/end/middle of ... , the top/bottom of ... , the front/back/side of ... :
the beginning of the month (not the month’s beginning)

In general we use some (also somebody/someone/something) in positive sentences and any (also
anybody etc.) in negative sentences:

some any

Sometimes you can use all or everything:

Whole = complete, entire. Most often we use whole with singular nouns:

We use the/my/her etc. before whole. Compare whole and all:
the whole book / all the book  her whole life / all her life

We do not normally use whole with uncountable nouns. We say:

We use every to say how often something happens (every day / every Monday /
every ten minutes / every three weeks etc.):

Quite, pretty, rather and fairly

You can use quite/pretty/rather/fairly + adjectives or adverbs. So you can say:
0 It’s quite cold. It’s pretty cold. It’s rather cold.

It’s fairly cold.

Quite/pretty/rather/fairly = less than ‘very’ but more than ‘a little’.

Quite and pretty are very similar in meaning:

O You'll need a coat when you go out. It’s quite cold / pretty cold. (= less than ‘very cold’,

but more than ‘a little cold’)

0 I'm surprised you haven’t heard of her. She’s quite famous / pretty famous.

01 Amanda lives quite near me, so we see each other pretty often.

Pretty is an informal word and is used mainly in spoken English.

Quite goes before a/an:

0 We live in quite an old house. (ot a quite old house)

Compare:

0 Sally has quite a good job.
Sally has a pretty good job.

You can also use quite (but not pretty) in the following ways:

quite a/an + noun (without an adjective):

O I didn’t expect to see them. It was quite a surprise. (= quite a big surprise)

quite a lot (of ...):

00 There were quite a lot of people at the meeting.
quite + verb, especially like and enjoy:
0 I quite like tennis, but it’s not my favourite sport.

Rather is similar to quite and pretty. We often use rather for negative ideas:
1 The weather isn’t so good. It’s rather cloudy.
) Paul is rather shy. He doesn’t talk very much.

Quite and pretty are also possible in these examples.

When we use rather for positive ideas (good/nice etc.), it means ‘unusually’ or ‘surprisingly’:

(1 These oranges are rather good. Where did you get them?

Fairly is weaker than quite/rather/pretty. For example, if something is fairly good, it is not very
good and it could be bertter:

01 My room is fairly big, but I'd prefer a bigger one.
7 We see each other fairly often, but not as often as we used to.

Quite also means ‘completely’. For example:

O ‘Are you sure?” ‘Yes, quite sure.” (= completely sure)

Quite means ‘completely’ with a number of adjecrives, especially:

amazing
impossible

We normally use the before a superlative (the longest / the most famous etc.):

0 She is a really nice person — one of the nicest people I know.
00 Why does he always come to see me at the worst possible moment?

Compare superlative and comparative:
O This hotel is the cheapest in town. (superlative)
This hotel is cheaper than all the others in town. (comparative)
‘ O He’s the most patient person I've ever met.
‘ He’s much more patient than I am.

m Oldest and eldest

The superlative of old is oldest:
1 That church is the oldest building in the town. (not the eldest)

We use eldest (or oldest) when we are talking about people in a family:
1 My eldest son is 13 years old. (or My oldest son)
0 Are you the eldest in your family? (or the oldest)

After superlatives we normally use in with places:
00 What'’s the longest river in the world? (not of the world)
00 We had a nice room. It was one of the best in the hotel. (not of the hotel)
. We also use in for organisations and groups of people (a class / a company etc.):
\ 00 Who is the youngest student in the class? (not of the class)

For a period of time, we normally use of:
00 What was the happiest day of your life?
O Yesterday was the hottest day of the year.

- We often use the present perfect (I have done) after a superlative (see also Unit 8A):
’ 0 What’s the most important decision you've ever had ro make?
| 01 That was the best holiday I've had for a long time.

Some adverbs (for example, always, also, probably) go with the verb in the middle of a sentence:
0 Helen always drives to work.
[0 We were feeling very tired and we were also hungry.
0 The concert will probably be cancelled.

Study these rules for the position of adverbs in the middle of a sentence. (They are only general
rules, so there are exceptions.)

(1) If the verb is one word (drives/fell/cooked etc.), the adverb usually goes before the verb:

adverb | verb
Helen | always | drives  to work.
I | almost | fell as | was.going down the stairs.

(2) But adverbs go after am/is/are/was/were:

O Why are you always late? You’re never on time.
0 The traffic isn’t usually as bad as it was this morning.

(3) If the verb is two or more words (for example, can remember / doesn’t eat / will be
cancelled), the adverb usually goes after the first verb (can/doesn’t/will etc.):

verb 1 | adverb | verb 2
I | can never remember her name.
Clare | doesn’t | often . eat meat.
Are you | definitely = going away next week?
The concert | will probably | be cancelled.

0 You have always been very kind to me.

[ Jack can’t cook. He can’t even boil an egg.

0 Do you still work for the same company?

1 The house was only built a year ago and it’s already falling down.

Note that probably goes before a negative (isn’t/won’t etc.). So we say:
0 I probably won’t see you. or 1 will probably not see you. (not I won’t probably)

We also use all and both in these positions:

0 We all felt ill after the meal. (not we felt all ill)

O My parents are both teachers. (70t my parents both are teachers)
[ Sarah and Jane have both applied for the job.

0 We are all going out this evening.

m Sometimes we use is/will/did etc. instead of repeating part of a sentence (see Unit 51). Note the
position of always/never etc. in these sentences:

We use still to say that a situation or action is continuing. It hasn’t changed or stopped:
0 It’s ten o’clock and Joe is still in bed.
1 When I went to bed, Chris was still working.
01 Do you still want to go away or have you changed your mind?

Still usually goes in the middle of the sentence with the verb (see Unit 110).

Any more / any longer / no longer

We use not ... any more or not ... any longer to say that a situation has changed. Any more and
any longer go at the end of a sentence:
01 Lucy doesn’t work here any more (or any longer). She left last month.
(rot Lucy doesn’t still work here.)
1 We used to be good friends, but we aren’t any more (or any longer).

You can also use no longer. No longer goes in the middle of the sentence:
1 Lucy no longer works here.

Note that we do not normally use no more in this way:
0 We are no longer friends. (not We are no more friends.)

Compare still and not ... any more:
1 Sally still works here, but Lucy doesn’t work here any more.

Yet

Yet = until now. We use yet mainly in negative sentences (He isn’t here yet) and questions (Is he
here yet?). Yet shows that the speaker is expecting something to happen.
Yet usually goes at the end of a sentence:
01 It’s 10 o’clock and Joe isn’t here yet.
01 Have you met your new neighbours yet?
01 “Where are you going for your holidays?” ‘We don’t know yet.’
We often use yet with the present perfect (Have you met ... yet?’). See Unit 7C.

Compare yet and still:
0 Mike lost his job six months ago and is still unemployed.
Mike lost his job six months ago and hasn’t found another job yet.
0 Is it still raining?
Has it stopped raining yet?

Still is also possible in negative sentences (before the negative):

1 She said she would be here an hour ago and she still hasn’t come.
This is similar to ‘she hasn’t come yet’. But still ... not shows a stronger feeling of surprise or
impatience. Compare: ’

1 I wrote to him last week. He hasn’t replied yet. (but I expect he will reply soon)

O I wrote to him months ago and he still hasn’t replied. (he should have replied before now)

Already

We use already to say that something happened sooner than expected. Already usually goes in
the middle of a sentence (see Unit 110):

O ‘Whart time is Sue leaving?’ ‘She has already left.” (= sooner than you expected)

1 I've only just had lunch and I'm already hungry.

If a verb is regular, the past simple and past participle end in -ed. For example:

infinitive clean finish use paint stop carry
past simple

past participle ] cleaned finished used painted stopped carried

For the past simple (1 cleaned / they finished / she carried etc.), see Unit 5.

We use the past participle to make the perfect tenses and all the passive forms.
Perfect tenses (have/hasthad cleaned):

0 I have cleaned the windows. (present perfect — see Units 7-8)

O They were still working. They hadn’t finished. (past perfect — see Unit 15)
Passive (is cleaned / was cleaned etc.):

0O He was carried out of the room. (past simple passive)

0 This gate has just been painted. (present perfect passive) see Units 42

1.2 Irregular verbs

When the past simple and past participle do not end in -ed (for example, | saw / I have seen),
the verb is irregular.

With some irregular verbs, all three forms (infinitive, past simple and past participle) are the
same. For example, hit:

O Don’t hit me. (infinitive)

0 Somebody hit me as [ came into the room. (past simple)

O I've never hit anybody in my life. (past participle — present perfect)

0 George was hit on the head by a stone. (past participle — passive)

With other irregular verbs, the past simple is the same as the past participle (burt different from
the infinitive). For example, tell — told:
0 Can you tell me what to do? (infinitive)
O She told me to come back the next day. (past simple)
0 Have you told anybody about your new job? (past participle — present perfect)
0 I was told to come back the next day. (past participle — passive)
With other irregular verbs, all three forms are different. For example, wake — woke/woken:
O I'll wake you up. (infinitive)
O I woke up in the middle of the night. (past simple)
O The baby has woken up. (past participle — present perfect)
o I was woken up by a loud noise. (past participle — passive)

Future happenings and situations

We use (be) going to when the situation now shows what is going to happen in the future:
